ASSETS AND THE HONG KONG CONNECTION

The rapid growth of the mainland capital market has led to a rise in corporate
non-financial asset management across the border. Its development is thriving,
but because this type of asset management is still in its nascent stage,

many mainland enterprises are seeking input from experienced outsiders -
particularly those from Hong Kong, attracted by their shared culture.
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The rapid growth of China’s capital markets has given
rise to the development of corporate non-financial
asset management in the country. Because this type
of asset management is still in its nascent stages,
many Mainland enterprises are seeking expertise from
experienced professionals, particularly those from Hong
Kong, due to their similar cultures.

As a result of China’s transition from a planned economy
to a market one, the capital market has been booming in
recent years. Spurred on by the active stock exchanges
in Shanghai and Shenzhen and the emergence of many
A-share and H-share enterprises, Chinese corporations
have begun to take the initiative and formulate more
structured strategic plans for their operations. “This
has led to the emergence of asset management
departments in insurance and risk management
companies, banks, and real estate companies. The
department helps with clients’ corporate finance and the
management of non-financial assets, including factories,
equipment, real estate, and mixed-use housing and
commercial projects. The scope of the responsibilities
covers the planning, construction, installation, operation,
management, maintenance, and final disposal of
these assets,” says Sr Joseph Ho, Chairman of the
General Practice Division of the Hong Kong Institute of
Surveyors.

Meanwhile, more companies that aim to be listed
are consulting asset management specialists about
reorganising their “unattractive” assets. “Many
companies have repackaged these assets and
relaunched them on the market. Some have succeeded
in turning a profit,” Ho adds.

Echoing Ho’s notion, Kenneth Chau, Senior Director
and Head of Savills Shanghai Property and Asset
Management Services, says Mainland developers,
particularly those with extensive business interests in
developed cities, such as Vanke, have emulated well-
established Hong Kong developers that hold large
property portfolios and generate sustainable incomes
for the long term. “Under the planned economy of the
past, many developers lacked funds, but had access
to ample land resources. They tended to sell the
residences in mixed use projects and retain offices and
shops for leasing. Selling residences just generated
one-off incomes,” adds Chau. “These developers with
properties now seek the expertise to help them oversee
asset management to enhance the commercial value of
their assets for the long term.”

Corporate non-financial asset management is more
sophisticated in first-tier cities such as Beijing,
Shanghai, Guangzhou, and Shenzhen, according to
Chau. Nevertheless, the concept of non-financial asset
management shared by many Mainland enterprises
remains blurry and Ho believed that they may not
be able to obtain the optimum results from asset
reorganisations and subsequent market relaunches.
“The strategic planning of asset management of
individual enterprises depends on their respective
long-term corporate goals. Although the relevant ISO
55000 has been issued, so far we have not seen many
mainland companies adopt this standard, Mainland
companies can adopt the Hong Kong approach to
reorganising their assets to save time and costs and
deliver high quality. This approach integrates facility
management, real estate, asset management, among
others.”

As part of their asset management strategies, some
Mainland companies have opted for refurbishment
and revitalisation to increase the value of their aged
properties. Sr YL Wu, Chairman of the Beijing Forum
of the Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors, believes the
decisions made by companies regarding refurbishment
and revitalisation or redevelopment depend on their
corporate views and returns on investment, as well as
the prevailing economic climate.

Meanwhile, in line with the Central Government’s policy
for energy conservation, many enterprises working on
refurbishment and revitalisation are willing to adopt
eco-friendly measures to transform their properties
into green buildings, notes Wu, who is also Director of
Technical Services and Sustainability for China at Swire
Properties. “Hence, the operation of their refurbished
structures is much more energy-efficient than before. |t
also contributes to cost effectiveness.”

Some exemplary buildings in China demonstrate
the benefits of refurbishment and revitalisation as an
effective asset management strategy. After extensive
renovation, Beijing apm (formerly Sun Dong An Plaza)
in Wangfujian projects a stylish and modern image,
although its original structure has been maintained.
“Many green features have been incorporated into both
the exterior and interior of the shopping arcade. The
refurbishment has definitely increased the appeal of the
building,” Wu says.
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The heritage value of buildings is another consideration
when companies formulate their asset management
strategies. “Some companies adopt refurbishment for
buildings which are considered landmarks. This helps
to enhance the added intangible value of collective
memory,” notes Wu. “The expansive 798 Art Zone
is a good example of a revitalisation project that has
preserved the character of a heritage site. The zone
used to be the Dashanzi military-industrial factory
complex and has been transformed into clusters of
artists” workshops and galleries that draw many visitors
and art enthusiasts.”

In Shanghai, some iconic structures have been given a
new lease on life after revitalisation. For instance, the
old parking garage for the No.1 Bus Station has been
transformed into a grand office for Tongji University’s
Architectural Design Group. Swire Properties initiated a
large-scale project that has revitalised the historic Daci
Temple area in Chengdu, adds Wu. “The Chengdu
Sino-Ocean Taikoo Li has incorporated six historic
structures into a unique lifestyle shopping experience.
This helps preserve the intangible heritage value of
this area, which has been the city’s hub traditionally.
The change of usage also helps raise the commercial
value.”

Some Mainland developers have engaged overseas
property consultancy and management specialists in
their asset management programmes.  Some property
consultancy specialists have expanded their range
of services from property management to include
asset management for commercial and residential
developments. For instance, Savills has been the
property management company for Central Park — an
upscale residential development catering to expatriates
mainly — for a dozen years. “We are the exclusive
property management and asset management service
provider for the development,” Chau explain. “For
the asset management, we have been authorised by
individual owners of the units to handle the leasing,
maintenance, and taxation matters on their behalf. We
take the commissions. Our onsite asset management
office now handles around 400 accounts in Central Park.
To ensure good long-term returns on investment, we
help our clients set leasing terms and in the selection of
tenants for residences, as well as the shops to ensure a
good quality tenant mix.”

Many property consultancy and management
specialists have become one-stop shop for property
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and asset management services, including the building
maintenance and landscaping and upkeep for public
green areas within the projects, Chau says. “Our asset
management strategies bring added value and help the
project attract high-quality investors. The resale value
of units in Central Park is high — at around 70,000 yuan
per square metre.”

For Sanlitun in Beijing, the property consultancy and
management firms have been engaged in a different
mode of collaboration with the property owner. While
the owner handles property management for the zone,
it handles the asset management for some shops
and outsources part of it to other leading property
consultancy/management firms. “It started when Apple
Shop opened in Sanlitun. We are the exclusive agent
for Apple Shop,” Chau recalled. “The advantage of this
non-exclusive asset management arrangement is that all
the firms will leverage their unique resources to optimise
the asset management they tend to bring their best
clients into the zone.”

The scope of the involvement of Hong Kong surveyors
in asset management in China is broad, noted Ho. “Our
members work for insurance and risk management
companies, banks, and funds and they specialise in
asset management and specific areas throughout the
entire process of reorganisation, repackaging, and
relaunch of assets. The six divisions of the HKIS cover
these specific areas. Hong Kong surveyors can provide
one-stop shop services to Mainland clients. The issue
is how to tap into the market's potential.”

For the time being, surveyors with Mainland licences
to act as real estate appraisers, real estate agents,
and property managers, among their other roles, can
become involved in asset management in China. “The
HKIS has reciprocity agreements with the relevant
professional associations in China. Through this mutual
recognition mechanism, we have recruited members
from each association. Many members have licences
specialising in various areas - they can roll over to the
business of asset management. One of our priorities
is to work with the relevant government bodies on the
Mainland regarding the setup of an institute of non-
financial asset management in China so that there will
be qualified professionals specialised in this field,” Ho
says.

To achieve sustainable
urban development, we cannot just focus on
constructing new buildings. We should also
look at ways to enhance the value of existing
buildings and modernise ageing buildings to
bring them in line with current standards and
market developments so that they retain or
regain their vitality. This is a broad perspective
adopted in line with surveyors’ overall expertise.
In the next 20-30 years, we will approach urban
development from this perspective because
it is impossible to continue tearing down older
buildings for redevelopment. Also, when we
undertake new construction projects, we should
take into account their long-term management
and operations. Specialists in the HKIS’s six
divisions can contribute in this regard.

To deepen our members’ knowledge of asset
management, we have organised a forum on it
in Shanghai. In the coming months, we will hold
additional events to explore how surveyors can
contribute more to sustainable development and
asset management in China.

A BRIGHTER FUTURE

Housing Society chairman Marco

Wu has mastered the arts of winning
hearts and minds and keeping the
bigger picture in mind over a 48-year
career in the housing field, writes
May Chan Rhodes.

Housing has always been one of the most
challenging and controversial issues in Hong
Kong, but a passion for finding a win-win
solution for the millions of people in the city has
kept Marco Wu in the game for over 40 years.

“Housing has been an ongoing issue for
decades. Different issues arise time and again
in different ways because of the particular
social, economic and political factors of our
times,” said Wu, now the Chairman of the Hong
Kong Housing Society.

“Throughout my years in the public sector, |
have encountered many issues. It is not boring
at all, as the issues differ every day.

‘| always believe that whatever one does, one
should put one’s heart in it and give it one’s all.
And when you think about the fact that public
and subsidised housing will affect almost half of
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the city’s population , it is natural to put all your
heart and mind in what you do.”

Wu went into the public sector in 1967 upon
finishing his training in surveying with the
Hong Kong Polytechnic. He spent the first 10
years of his career in the Rating and Valuation
Department before moving to the Housing
Department, where he would spend the next 26
years of his career, until he eventually became
the Department’s Deputy Director, spearheading
important policies such as the Home Ownership
Scheme.

Wu says that he did not have an ambitious
target when he first joined the government,
but attributed his rise from a general practice
surveyor to one of the city’s key housing policy
formulators to the willingness to learn, and the
ability to be a team player.

One thing he learnt from the public sector is that
one’s work is not about a particular building, a
particular estate, or even a particular district. It
is about how one is able to work with different
stakeholders towards the common goal of
meeting the housing needs of the public against
the backdrop of the long-term development
trajectory of the city.

“It is more important to find out how you can
work closely with other team players for a
common purpose than to prove that you are
above the others,” Wu says.

“If you always want to be the winner in the
game, you will find that you have fewer and
fewer people who would like to play the game
with you. But if you focus on what you have in
common with the others and try to achieve a
‘win-win’ situation, you will find that more and

more people would be willing to join your team
to achieve a common goal.”

Wu says it is also important to understand
and appreciate what your team members are
aspiring to achieve, instead of just focusing on
your own goal. It means communicating with
other professionals such as the architects,
engineers, planners, housing managers and
various other parties about what they think of the
project, and taking their views into account to
come up with solutions.

Such a mindset has helped Wu manage
countless projects, formulate policies and
make decisions, especially in times of crisis
and controversy. One of the most memorable
moments in his career was the implementation
of the “85,000 housing units target” between
1997 and 2003.

In the 1997 Policy Address, right after hand-
over, Hong Kong’s first Chief Executive, Mr.
Tung Chee-hwa, announced the target of
building 85,000 flats a year to address the
housing shortage and the skyrocketing property
prices that far outpaced the growth of household
income.
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However, subsequent macro-economic
incidents, such as the 1998 Asian Financial
Crisis, the IT bubble and eventually SARS, had
led to an abrupt end to the policy. Property
prices slumped 65 per cent between 1997 and
20083, and the government had to suspend the
85,000 policy, and instead launched a housing
stimulus package to revive the property market.

“It is the most memorable moment in my career
life because the situation called for a complete
policy U-turn,” Wu said.

“There is no time for detailed evaluations.
It pushes one to honestly assess what kind
of crisis is at hand, and how to minimise the
damage: in some cases, sites have been
allocated; building contracts have been signed;
foundations have been laid; or building works
have commenced. It would not be possible to
call a halt to all the projects overnight. We have
to sit down with all the concerned parties and
come up with solutions.”

The ability to listen was invaluable, Wu says,
as it enabled him to continue to enrich himself
through taking time to listen to the concerns and
inputs of the multitude of professionals, team
members and stakeholders he worked with.

“Learn not only from success stories, but also
from past failures because there must be a
reason behind each case,” he says. “And that
reason would be useful and valuable.”

When asked about his management philosophy,
Wu says that it is important to set an example
for your subordinates. For example, if you wish
everyone to arrive at work on time, first of all you
would need to be punctual yourself.

“You must lead by example,” says Wu. “Action
speaks louder than words.”

Wu was elected in 2012 as Chairman of the
Housing Society, where he previously served as
Vice-chairman after leaving the government as
its Buildings Department head.

Looking ahead, he says the major housing
challenge facing Hong Kong is its ageing
population. Many of the existing residential
buildings are not elderly-friendly, and would not
be suitable for those who live on their own.

Safety designs such as hand-rails on walls to
facilitate everyday activities at home for those
who are less mobile, leisure facilities that cater
to the elderly, and an integration of health and
rehabilitation services have yet to be seen in the
city’s private and public housing developments,
Wu says.

This issue, combined with the trend towards
smaller households and the home ownership
aspirations of the younger generation, points
to the urgent need to increase land supply for
housing and related facilities. At the same time,
there are demands for better nature conservation
and more sustainable development.

“The challenge is how we can strike a balance
and reach consensus,” says Wu. “And that
is also why | am passionate about working in
the public sector - it is not about achieving a
business goal, or taking advantage of a market
opportunity. It is about building a future with our
community.”

Meeting with the
Buildings Department

Consultation on the
Amendment to the Land
Survey Ordinance (Cap.
473)

Further to the de-linking of the proposal to
include a clause on the determination of
land boundaries in the LSO in December
2010, the momentum for proceeding with the
exercise could not be sustained by the latest
developments in the Land Title Ordinance
saga. As such, we issued a letter urging the
government to initiate a public consultation
over the Land Survey (Amendment) Bill
again. A reply from the Development Bureau
was received, but there remains no concrete
timetable for its legislative procedure and
implementation. Thus, the government
welcomed further dialogue with us and more
discussion on the issue, since it at least
recognises the problems that can arise from
land boundary disputes.

Moreover, our Boundary Survey Advisory
Committee (BSAC) is also looking into the
possibility of setting up an “Independent
Land Boundary Survey Expert” similar to the
“‘Appointment of an Independent Valuation
Expert” under the GPD.

We will keep you informed of its progress.

Management Practices

This publication also advises
professional property and facility managers on how
to deliver value-added management services to all
users while aiming to maintain a sustainable living
environment.

GREEN PROPERTY
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Study on the
Contributions of the
Property and Facility
Mlanagement Industry
in terms of Gross
Domestic Products
(GDP) to Hong Kong's
Economy

The PFMD appointed Dr KK Lo of The Hong
Kong Polytechnic University to conduct a study
on “Contributions of the Property and Facility
Management Industry in terms of Gross Domestic
Products (GDP) to Hong Kong’s Economy”.
The Executive Summary is published below for
members’ easy reference.

Over the years, real estate has generally been on
an upward trend in terms of contract value and
GDP share despite a consolidation in 1995 and
downturn from 1998-1999 as the Asian Financial
Crisis took its toll (C&SD). In terms of its place
in Hong Kong's economy, the real estate sector
contributed HK$118.4 billion (6.12%) to the city’s
GDP in 2011 and HK$132.7 billion (6.51%) in
2012, which represented a 12.1% increase in the
contribution value during the year-on-year change.

The property and facility management (PFM) sub-
sector is one of the three components in the real
estate sector (the others are development/leasing
and brokerage/agency). It covers a wide range of
building management and maintenance services,
including, but not limited to, repairs, cleaning/waste
disposal, guarding, gardening/landscaping, clubs
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and amenities, building facilities, and services
management. From 2011 to 2012, its total business
receipts grew from HK$28.6 billion to HK$33.5
billion, resulting in direct GDP contributions of
HK$11.3 billion in 2011 and HK$12.1 billion in 2012,
ora 7% increase.

Its average annual direct contributions to Hong
Kong’s GDP as part of the real estate sector (2002-
2012) were HK$9.3 billion, or 11.30% of the total,
which outpaced the contributions of the brokerage/
agency component (HK$7.3 billion, or 8.84% of
the total). The development/leasing sub-sector
appeared to contribute an overall annual average
of HK$65.6 billion, or 79.86% of the real estate
sector, in respect of its capital-intensive contents
(see Chart 1).

Compared to the performances of the HKSAR
Government’s proposed six emerging industries
during 2008-2009, the PFM’s GDP contribution was
HK$9.9 billion (or 0.59% of the overall GDP) for the
period, which was greater than those of the testing/
certification services and environmental industries,
whose value-added contributions were HK$5 billion
(0.26%) and HK$4.2 billion (0.25%), respectively
(see Chart 2).

Finally, a projected supply of 190,000 private
housing units (totalling 15,000,000 square metres)
proposed by the Long Term Housing Strategy
(LTHS) report in 2014, coupled with an estimate of
an extra 3.5 million square metres of non-domestic
building stocks, would likely produce an estimated
total gross output of HK$37.6 billion for the PFM
industry in the next ten years. The PFM industry is
characterised by labour-dominated and intensive
activities that result in high employment with
persistent job creation that demands substantial
manpower from the labour market, thereby forming
the main attributes of PFM’s contribution to Hong
Kong’s GDP.

Programme 2015

Report from Sr Frank Poon

The YQSG has been organising overseas
programmes every year with an objective to
benefit practicing younger quantity surveyors
by giving them first-hand exposure to QS
practices in other countries. This year the
programme was successfully held from 28-29
May in Yokohama, Japan. Two YSG members,
Sr Rex Ying and |, were lucky enough to attend
the Programme. Over 40 young members from
different countries have participated in this
programme this year and have visited China,
Japan, Singapore, Malaysia, Indonesia, Brunei,
Sri Lanka, the Philippines, Australia, and New
Zealand.

The two-day programme began with a sharing
and presentation session in which young QSs
shared their countries’ latest construction
market information, as well as the ideas and
experiences gained from the challenging
projects on which they worked. This informative
session was an excellent platform for delegates
to learn more about other countries. For
example, the delegates from China enlightened
us on the current construction cost trends and
latest projects in Shanghai, while those from
New Zealand described the unprecedented
demand for construction for now and the
immediate future due to the country’s serious
housing shortage.

Afterwards, everyone visited the Zero Energy

Building (ZEB) inside the Taisei Technology
Centre to understand how the next-generation of
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energy and social systems could apply to office
buildings. A ZEB is similar to a zero carbon
building in Hong Kong. It is one of Japan’s
pilot projects intended to demonstrate next
generation energy and social systems to office
buildings, such as ambient lighting, organic
thin film solar panel external wall units, etc.
As a result, a ZEB can provide a comfortable
environment for its users while keeping the
energy balance of the building at zero. This
particular building was the first in Japan to
obtain the highest five-star rank in the Building
Energy-efficiency Labeling System (BELS).

The first day ended with a dinner and karaoke
gathering to strengthen the relationship between
delegates. On Day 2, we visited the showroom
of the Mori Building Company in Tokyo to attend
a talk on “Town Planning and Construction
Issues during the construction of Roppongi Hills
Mori Tower”. We also visited Tokyo Skytree and
Sensoji Temple for short tours afterward. The
programme ended with a specialty dinner that
other PAQS delegates also attended.

To conclude, the YQSG programme serves to
provide unigque insights into issues faced by
the next generation of quantity surveyors and
provides opportunities for them to exchange
ideas on how to overcome these challenges.

Visit to the Guangzhou -
Shenzhen - Hong Kong
Express Rail Link (XRL)
Austin Station Visitor
Centre and View the XRL
Austin Terminus Site

The captioned visit was jointly organised by
the Quantity Surveying Division and Planning
& Development Division on Saturday, 6 June.
The Chairmen of the QSD and PDD, Sr Paul
Wong and Sr Dr Tony Leung respectively, and a
QSD CPD Sub-committee member, Sr Betty Lo,
together with 55 members attended, making it a
full house.

The QSD and PDD want to express their sincere
gratitude to Mr WC Fung, Mr Simon Hung, and
Mr Kevin Ip of the XRL Project Liaison Team of
the Mass Transit Railway Corporation Limited
(MTRC) for their special arrangement for this
visit by our large group.

The 26km route length of the XRL (Hong Kong
section) starts from its terminus in West Kowloon
and heads north to the Shenzhen-Hong Kong
border, where it connects with the Mainland
section. This terminus will be located to the
north of the West Kowloon Cultural District and
will link to Austin Station and Kowloon Station by
footbridges and subways.

The visit commenced with an overview of the
XRL Project by Mr Fung and Mr Hung at the XRL
Austin Station Visitor Centre including a video
broadcasting of the Tunnel Boring Machine’s
operation. They enlightened us on the Project’s
background and scope; three methods of
tunnel construction — drill & blast, TBM, and
cut & cover adopted at different locations
of the XRL (Hong Kong section); design,
construction and challenges of tunnel, sidings

N
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and the West Kowloon terminus; temporary
traffic management, traffic planning and
future pedestrian connectivity of the terminus;
entrustment agreements, tendering procedures;
cost and budget control mechanism; claims
and disputes process; safety and environmental
controls; and ways to address the labour
shortage problem were briefed followed by
questions and answers session.

After that, the participants proceeded to the
Model Room of the Visitor Centre. Mr Fung
and Mr Hung presented the XRL (Hong Kong
section), Austin Terminus and TBM operation
with reduced-scale models. Participants were
then guided to view the XRL Austin Terminus
construction site from a Jordan Road footbridge.
Mr Fung, Mr Hung and Mr Ip explained the
construction techniques, the progress of the
works and the challenges in details.

Both the QSD and PDD want to thank Mr Fung,
Mr Hung, and Mr Ip for taking the time to
arrange this commendable visit and share their
valuable experiences with the participants.

Visit to the Legislative
Council Complex

The QSD CPD Sub-Committee organised a visit
to the Legislative Council (hereafter referred to
as LegCo) Complex on 30 May. The Complex
is almost 38,000 square metres with a Council
Block, an Office Block, and an adjacent open
space area divided into LegCo Square and
LegCo Garden. Construction of the Complex
commenced in 2008 and the work was
completed in 2011.

The tour was guided by a LegCo representative.
Members were introduced to LegCo’s work and
briefed on the functions of the different facilities
inside the Complex including the Chamber,
Conference Rooms, Access Corridor, Education
Activities Room, Memory Lane, and Education
Galleries.

As the LegCo representative explained, the
Chamber was the core area of the Complex
that served as the signature venue for LegCo
Members to enact laws and discuss issues of
public concern, while the Conference Rooms
catered to the needs of LegCo’s various
committees.

Thereafter, members toured the Memory Lane,
Education Galleries, and Viewing Gallery.
Walking along the Memory Lane and Viewing
Gallery allowed members to take in the history
of LegCo, its milestones, and the various stages
of the development of the old LegCo Building
and present LegCo Complex. Impressed by the
historical photographs, documentary films, and
treasured items on display, members grasped
the opportunity to take photos for their own
memories.

Visit to Wooden Products
Factory in Shenzhen

The PFMD and QSD CPD Sub-Committees
jointly organised a visit to a wooden products
factory in Shenzhen on 13 June. The factory
was in a multi-storey building that was divided
into several sectors, including office, design
workshop, meeting room, material storage, and
production line.

Mr Ho Chuen Chak of Shing Fung Industrial
International Limited and Ms Portia Ho of
Interface Office Furniture (HK), Ltd started by
briefing members on the furniture manufacturing
process and the wooden products (e.g. office
furniture, home furniture, partitions, lockers, etc.)
the factory can build.

After the briefing, members were guided on a
tour of the factory to view the production lines
of various wooden products. The first stage
of production is to convert a client’s design
concept into a CAD drawing. Second, the
designer would advise the client on the type
of wood panel that best fits the concept. For
example, a client who wants more durable
furniture should select plywood or medium-
density fibre panel (MDF) over particle board,
even if the first two are more expensive.

The factory was equipped with modern
machinery imported from Germany and Japan.
The machines could lift and deliver wood panels,
cut materials, seal off panel edges, punch holes,
etc. With the aid of a computer, all dimensions
and locations of the holes can be accurately
measured and pinpointed respectively, so that
the product could be produced faster than if
it were handmade. Also, its quality would be
much better.
